PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Msukaligwa Municipality is located in Mpumalanga. It is a predominantly rural
area, with a total population of approximately 164 608 people and a relatively
low population density of 27.3 people per square kilometre.

Ermelo/Wesselton is the highest order urban settlement in Msukaligwa,
located at a central point where regional routes meet (road and rail). The area
is productive in the mining, power generation, agriculture and forestry sectors.
It is also a strategic water source area, with the sources of major rivers
occurring there: Vaal River, Usuthu River, Inkomati River, Olifants River and
Klein-Olifants River.

The Spatial Development Framework described to desired future spatial form
of the municipality, and includes guidance on nodes, corridors, focus areas for
rural development, as well as priority actions for implementation. The overall
SDF was supplemented by more detailed local frameworks for each town /
settlement as well as the different rural production areas. The SDF included an
extensive implementation framework with the following components:
